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The F'half of 2018 has witnessed a noticeaise in the number of media freedoms
violations in Palestine when compared tovimationsmonitoredn thesame period

in 2017 due to the substantial increase in the number of Israeli violations registered
during that period.

Undoubtedly, thedouble nurderof the journalists, Yassir Abdelrahman Murtaja,
and Ahmad Hassan Abu Hussein, by the Israeli occupation soldlels they were
covering the peaceful return marches in the east of @ara the gravest, most
serious and most evident crimes of thanmer the Israeli @upation forces and
authorities behavior towardsurnalists, the media, not to mention the risks these
journalists are exposed to.

The number of Israeli and Palestinian violations against media freedoms in the West
Bank and Gaza Strjpincluding the occupied City aderusalemmonitored by
Palestinian Center for Development & Media Freedoms (MADA)during the ¥

half of 2018 totaled to 277 violations, 208 of which were committed by the Israel
occupation, while 69 of which were comted by different Palestinian authorities

in the West Bank and Gaza Strip.

Over the past years, Israeli violations have accounted for abotthinde of the
total monitoredviolations, but jumped during the first half of this year to account for
threequarters of the total viations (75%). That is, three out of every four attacks
against media freedonsave occurred in Palestine during the first half of 2018
committed by the Israeli occupatioas(opposed to tHealestinian violaons, which
accounted for 25%). Furthermoregtlsraeli attacks as in the case of many years
ago, are still the most dangerous to the lives of journalists and media fre@tiems.
have peakedast April in killing the journalists, Yassir Murtaja and Ahmed Abu
Hussein.

Israeli Violations:

The irst hdf of 2018 has witnessed total of 208 Israeli attacks against media
freedoms in Palestindhat isan increase of 64% compared to thaeli attacks in
thesame period in 2017, which amounted to 127 Israeli attacks.

Israelhascarried out a total of 12&ttacks in the West Bank and 80 attack&aza
Strip. The attacks itGaza Strip were theeverestand mostserious. Most of the
victims werefemale/malgournalists who suffered serious injuries. Two journalists
were Killed an serious injuries were cagstodozens of others.

The statistics indicate thdt¢ number of Israeli violatiomaonitoredduringthe first

half of the last seven years (from 2011 to 2017) amounted to 99 attacks during the
first half of each year. This means that the Israeli attegksmitted during the first

half of this year 2018 exceeded double the ratgsteredseven years ago, and
increased by 109 attacks or 110%.

In addition to the increase in the number of attacks, the degree of violence and
seriousness of the Isradittacks dring the first six months of 2@8Lhas also

Undoubtedly the double murders of the journalists, Yassir Abdelrahman Murtaja
(31 years old), the photographer éin Media Agency, and Ahmad Hassan Abu
Hussein (26 years old), the journalist of Shaab Radio and a freelance ppltsgra
with the bullets of the Israeli occupation army snipers in Gaza Strip, were the
severest and most serious of the attaélspecially, and as different data and
testimonies indicate, they weremmittedfollowing adeliberate and direct target of
murder. The two journalists, Murtaja and Abu Hussein, were killed in two separate
occasionsasthey were targeted bgxplosivebullets even though ahat moment

The Israeli army snipers and soldiers were deployed against the demonstrators in the
peaceful marches which were being covered by Abu Murtaja and Abu Hussein.

According to the statement of his colleague, Hussam Hisham Salem, the journalist
Yassir Murtaja and while he was fil ming
Strip, on Friday, corgponding 6 April 2018, was injured in the loin with an



explosive bullet shot by an army sniper. The bullet went through his loin to the lower
abdomen from the left side and exited from the right loin causing laceration inside
his abdomen.

AYas s i rsfemea 0 Nassenhospital in Khan Younis, where he was admitted
to the intensive care unit and then to the operating room where he underwent a four
hour operation, during which part of his liver was removed. It was found that the
bullet has caused damatethe spleen and ruptured some arteries, which led to
massive blood loss, forcing doctors to given him 16 units of blood, but his body did
not accept this blood. After the operation, he was taken to the intensive care unit,
and he was supposed to remander supervision for 24 hours. However, around
12:00AM (about 10 hours after his injury), his health condition worsened, forcing
doctors to take him back to the operating room.

Physical Attacks:

As in the previous years, the physical attacks (killing, woundiaggd beatin
againstthe female/malgournalists topped the list of Israeli attack&ich were
monitoredand documented’hey amounted tolB attacksrepresentingg7% of the
total Israeli attacks during this peridtishould be noted thddraeli physical attacks
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during the first half of last year 201&presente@5%,which indicateshe high rates
of increase in one of the most serious types of attacks.

The four types of the severest Israeli attacks (murder, physical attacks, organizations
closure, detention and arrest) constitute a total of 139 attacks, representing 67% of
the total Israeli attacks.

In other words, twdhirds of the Israeli attacks, &wo out of every three Israeli
attacks against media freedoms in Palestine were registered during the first half of
2018, are part of the severest or most serious attacks against media freedoms and
journalists.

The seriousness of the physical Israeli assaults hat only increased in numbers,
a closer review of these attacks will demonstrate the degree of severity and



seriousness of these attacks. A total of 62 female and male journalists were injured
with live and rubber bullets as well as gas bombs shotthjirat their bodies. It
should be noted that a number of these journalists were injured with explosive bullets
which caused the death of two of them.

Among the 62 female and male journalisisired with different kinds of bullets and
bombs by the Israebccupation army, 24 female and male journalists were injured
with live and explosive bullets (two of them have died), while the remaining were
injured with rubber bulletanetal bullets, fragments, or gas bombs shot directly at
their bodies. This clearlyndicates the deliberate targeting aimed at icg@usevere

harm and damage to the journalists and media to prevent them from completing their

Iraeli Attacks during thést half 0f2018in terms of the type
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work using deadly force.
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As for the Israeli attacks against journalists and the media in the occupied city
Jerusalemthey remained the same in terms of violence and repetiton,to
mention resorting to further measures and targeted arrests to eliminate any
Palestinian media presence in the occupiedastyn attempio cover up what is
happening there.

In this context, the Israeli attacks were not limited to the violent attacks that have
affected many journalists during their field coverage to keep them away from the
events and prevent them fromedia coverage. Thesdtacks have expanded to
affect some social activitiesof journalists. For example, on Zebruary2018 a
working dinnerceremonywasraidedin which 18 journalistsvere presentasthe
police stormed the restaurant wh@ernalists gathered andet with a number of
legal persons.

One of tle most prominent attacks in Jerusalem was the clo$tlea Youth Media

by the Israeli police and the intelligence serviaas April 18, 2018, following a

tweet bythelsraeliarmyMinister, Avigdor Lieberman, describingEksait er r or i s
organizatim O .

To prevent journalists and media from coverage, the occupation police and
authorities have continued to resort to
them from appearing at tHecations ofeventsfor long periods, after thegre
arrestedas happened with the directorfitdliad AhmedAl-Safadi, who was arrested

from his home on Qune D18 He wasreleased on bail and was forced not to
participate or attend any event or popular activitydioemonth ¢hat ispreventing

him from covering ay event for one monthYhis was also the case with the writer
Rasem Obeidat, who was arrested from the national celebration of Russia, which
was held in Jerusalem on 18 June 2018 in the presence of the representative of
Russia Strict restrictionswere mposedon him when he was released bail
provided he shalhot attend or participate in any political or socwal national
activities for one month.

Palestinian Violations:

During the first half of 2018, the number of Palestinian violations witneased
marked decrease as opposed to the registered violations in the same period in the
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previous year, from 101 violations (during the first half of 2017) to a total of 69
violationscommittedby various Palestiniaauthoritiesin the West BanlandGaza
Strip during the first half of this year 2018.

Despite the ddime in the number of Palestinian violations during the first half of
2018 (69 violations)it is not far from the overall rate of the number of Palestinian
violations, which averaged during the same period of the past seven years, to 68

violations.

Most o the violations in the first half of 2018 were concentrated in the West Bank,
with 54 violations, compared to 15 in Gaza Strip.

was organized in the center of Gaza Qity18June2018 for example.
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At least 12 journalists wergubject to violent and multiple attackg members of
the security forcegven though they werdressed in civilian clothes during the
marchtaking place irRamallah. Aweek later, in a similar scenario, security forces
and personsallegedly belonging tdHamashave targetedt least 10 journalists in
similar attackswhile they werecoveing a peaceful march ithe center oGaza.

It should be noted that both nshes, in Ramallah and Gaza, were for the same
purpose, which is to urge the Palestinian Authdotpay the salaries of employees
in Gaza Strip.

Ironically, the number of attacks against journalists during the suppression of Gaza
march (at least 10 attes) accounted for twihirds of the total number of violations
registered during six montl@mounted to 15 violations

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Conclusion and Recommendations:

Condemning the viations and attacks agat mediafreedom and expression in
Palestine, which are escalating and taking an upward ¢camsevhich have caused

the death of two journalists, renews its call for the international community to take
a serious move to hold accountable the perpesratdhese offences and attacks, on
top, the perpetrators of the double murders of the journalists, Ahmad Abu Hussein
and Yassir Murtaja and to bring them to justice, as well as to pressure the Israel
occupation government to stop its ongoing breachefiriternational conventions

and laws guaranteeing the freedom of expression, especially as various indications
refer to official Israeli instructions that led the Israeli army to directly commit the
most serious attacks, using live ammunition in targetettlks against journalists
(rather than demonstrators) while covering peaceful protests.

Mada Center also calls on all relevant Palestinian authorities in the West Bank and
Gaza Strip to respect the freedom of expression guaranteed by the Palestinian Basic
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Law and the international conventions signed by the State of Pajestth&o hold
accountable the perpetrators of these attacks.

Only few moments
later, the Israeli soldiers shot a barrage of gas bombs against the demonstrators. The
clashes began to escalate when the demonstrators approached the separating fence.

Both journalists have explained what has happened, aftetiagyus, they agreed

not to arrest the TV staff and to take them to one of the centers in return for
confiscating the video material. Indeed, they took the video material and asked the
staff, orally and officially, to obtain an authorization before inefing any of the

citizens. By that time, it was 4:00 PM.

According to the documentation of MADA researcher, the Director of Public
Relations in Palestine TV has emphasized that the Ministry of Interior in Gaza had
officially requested him to obtain aipr authorization in the event of outdoor
shooting by Palestine TV staff. He also pointed out that the Ministry of Interior, on

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(11/5) the Israeli occupation police have assaulted five journalists while they were
covering a demonstration ilwan, following Friday prayer, on 11 May 2018, to
protest at the Israeli excavations and graves exhumation carried out by the Israeli
Ministry of Antiquities and Nature in ARahma cemetery adjacent to the wall of the
Old City of Jerusalem, to establiglgarden on parts of the Islamic cemetery to serve
the Israeli settlers.

According to the investigations and documentation of the field researcher of
"MADA" in Jerusalem, the Israeli police and security forces attacked the
demonstrators violently and asfiad the journalists who were present to cover the
protest, resulting in the seven injured journalists listed below:

1) The photographer of AArz Media Production Company, Firas Fayez
Abdullah Hindawi (27 years old), who was assaulted by being beaten and
pushed by the Israeli special units while recording a video report for Palestine
TV, around 02:00PM. He was accompanied by the reporter, Christine Al
Renawi, in addition to his injury; damage was caused to his camera when the
occupying forciescr avplh e @ wwh iheh fidnest r

2) Palestine TV reporter, Christine Khaled WaleedR&nawi (29 years old),
who had been bruised as a result of being pushed and forced out from the
place by the Israeli special units while she was directly reportiRglestine
TV at 02:00 PM about the ongoing protest atRelhma Cemetry, where she
was pushed by one of the Israeli security components to force her out from
Al-Asbat Gate, while they were dispersing the demonstrators.

3) Al-Kufiya TV photographer, Ghassarm#&der Abu Eid (35 years old), who
was pushed and forced out while he was documenting the assaults of the

occupying forces against AAahma Gate cemetery at 02:00.
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4) Al-Kufiya Reporter, Nawal Imad Ibrahim Hijazi (32 years old), who was
pushed and forced ohy the occupying forces which obstructed her work and
prevented her from completing the media coverage.

2018.

According to theinvestigations of MADA field researcher, the journalist, Abu
Hadayed, at around 11:30 AM, on 14 May 2018, was in the east of Rafah, 300 meters
away from the separating fence to cover the events of the peaceful return march. He
was there with four other jonalists, who were all wearing shields marked (Press).

While he was trying to shoot some photos for demonstrators, he was shot by the
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Israeli snipers with a bullet that caused a hole in his left leg, and he fell to the ground.
He was immediately taken ttveé Field Hospital established by the Ministry of
Health. He was then transferred to Abu YouseNaljar Governmental Hospital in
Rafah, where he underwent several operations to remove the bullet fragments from
his injured leg. It was found that the buléhich injured him caused nerve damage,
and he stayed nine days in the hospital. He still suffers from the effects of the injury,
and cannot walk on his feet, except with a crutch. He needs another operation to
remove other fragments which still in his I€the doctors recommend him not to
remove the fragments of the bullet at the present time for fear he might lose the

In the mean time,
the border guards soldiers started to attack and assault timaljstsr who were
covering the march, with the bayonets pointed at them and by kicking them with
their legs. One of the journalists was not injured due to the beating as he was wearing
a vest. The soldiers threw many stun grenades angasap force thpurnalists at

gunpoint to leave the area.
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These assaults and the attempts to prevent media coverage have affected: the
freelance journalist, lyad Salah Jadallah, (34 years old), was pushed and kicked, the
photographer of Noor Photo Agency, Ahmad HassaT al a6t , (24 yeec
reporter of Arab AlGhad TV, Ahmad Saleh Housheya (34 years oldGA&d TV
photographer, Monther Mohammad ShehadekKidteeb (33 years old), the
reporter of AtHurra American TV, Fatin Aref Abdullah Alwan (37 years old)dan

the Turkish Anatoli Agency photographer, Hisham Kamel Abu Shakra, (29 years

old).

At the same time, the German TV photographer, Rajae Mahfoulkthateeb, (37

years old), was injured with two metal bullets covered with rubber, one of them
injured his Idt leg, and the other injured his left hand. He also fainted and suffered
suffocation during his coverage of the clashes between Palestinians and Israeli
soldiers following the | sraeld:@ sol di er
gas, rubber and e bullets. He was taken by the ambulance to the Palestinian

Medical Complex. After his health stabilized, he was discharged from the hospital.

The reporter of Palestine TV, Khaled Salman Mutawea, (30 years old), was also

suffocated due to inhaling tegas and he received field aid following his injury.

(14/5) 11 journalists were suffocated and wounded by live bullets by Israeli
occupation forces during their coverage of the return marches at the separating fence
to the east of Gaza Strip on Monday,responding 14 May 2018, which is the day

on which the opening of the US Consulate in Jerusalem was taking place, on the

annual anniversary of Alakba, 15 May 2018, even though all of them (the
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journalists) were wearing the press uniform (the shield almddtewhen they were

injured.

According to the investigations and documentation of the field researcher of MADA,
no less than 11 of the journalists, on that day, were injured by the Israeli occupation
soldiers in the east of Gaza Strip, namely:

After that, he
was taken to AMaqgased Hospital in Jerusalem as his injury was very serious.
2) Al-Jazeera Office Director in Gaza, the journalisiel Hamdan Ibrahim
Al-Dahdouh, (48 years ol shot in his right hand, while he was getting ready
to report directly to AlJazeera from the field in Malka, in the east of Gaza
Strip where he was covering the events, he was 500 meters away from the
separating border fence, he was in his press unifrenshield and helmet),
he was shot with live bullet in his right hand, which caused bleeding, and was
treated in the field by the medical staff.
3) Al-Kufiya TV reporter, the journalisGuad Mohammad Kamel Akilah, (30
years old), suffered severe suffaoatwhen Israeli drones fired a barrage of
tear gas bombs, while Akilah was covering the events 500 meters away from

ambulances wearing the press uniform (] the shield and helmet). Abu Dahrou;j
was transferred to Shifa Hospital, where the bullet was removed from his thigh
and hereceived the appropriate medical treatment. He was discharged from
the hospital on the same day, due to the great number of injuries that were
transferred to the hospital and the lack of space for him to stay.

5) The photojournalist at Reuter8hmad Abdelfattah Atiyah Zagout, (34
years old), injured with fragments of an explosive bullet in his thigh and
armpit, his camera lens was also damaged because of the bullet fragments,
while he was covering the return march events in Malka to the east of Gaza.
He wastaken directly by an ambulance to-8hifa Medical Complex. The
doctors removed the bullet fragment from his lower right armpit, but they
could not remove the fragment that injured him in the thigh. They took
medical images for him, after making certairhf safety; he was discharged
from the hospital with some medications. He is still following up his state of
health with the hospital to remove the fragment that injured him in the thigh.

6) The photojournalist at Palestine Today News Agebagud Nimr Abu Al-
Kas, (26 years old), who was injured by explosive gunshot fragments in the
palm of his left hand, while he was covering the events of the return march in
the area of Malka to the East of Gaza City, where he received first aid at the
field medical poinbf the Palestinian Red Crescent, he was then taken by the

ambulance to AQuds hospital in Tel AHawa to the south of Gaza City,
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where he received the treatment and the fragments were removed from the
palm of his hand, his wounds were cleansed and therakealischarged, the
doctors recommended him to follow up with the orthopedic and neurology
department.

7) The photojournalist at Wafa News Agen&afi Khatam Mohammad Al-

Mileh, (41 years old), who was shot in his right hand in addition to an injury
in his elbow by a bullet fragment, while he was covering the events of the
return march in Malka to the east of Gaza City, he was transferred to Dar Al
Shifa Hospital, where the fragment was removed from his elbow while the
bullet remained in his right hand, heets a surgery to remove the bullet, he
is still following up with the doctors to set a date for the required surgery to
remove the bullet from his hand.

8) The editorin-chief of Naba News Agency, the journalist Yousef Mohammad
Hassan Fares, (29 years olg,fainted when the Israeli drones fired a barrage
of tear gas bombs on the demonstrators in Abu Safia, in the east of Jabalia, to
the north of Gaza Strip on Monday, corresponding 14 May 2018, where a gas
bomb fell between his feet, which made him suffevere suffocation. First
aid was given to him in the field. The journalist Youssef Faris was not in the
press uniform, and was about 400 meters away from the separating fence.

9) A reporter of Itehad Press, the journalgihammad Wael Abdeljawad Al
Dweik, from Sheikh AlRadwan, suffered a wound caused by an explosive
bullet fragments while he was covering the events of the return march on the
occasion of AINakba anniversary on Monday, corresponding 14 May 2018,
in Malka to the east of Gaza City, the firstl avas given to him in field,
fragments has injured his hands as a result of the injury of another citizen who
was standing next to him, even thoughDWeik was wearing the press

uniform and was about 1060 meters away from the border fence.
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10) PalestineNewspaper reporter, the journalishbee Ahmad Sulaiman
Abu Nagera, (29 years old), suffered severe suffocation, because of the gas
bombs thrown by the Israeli occupation, he was given the first aid in the field
by the medical staff there, he was in hisegg uniform among the
demonstrators, about 50 meters away from the border fence east of Rafah to

the south of Gaza, to cover the events of the return march in that area.

(14-5) Two journalists were wounded by Israeli occupation forces during their
coverge of the events of the return march and demonstrations to protest against the
move of the American Consulate to Jerusalem on 14 May 2018, while they were in
an area known as "Abu Raida Gate" southeast of Khuza'a in Khan Younis.

According to the investigens of MADA field researcher, the field reporter of Khan

According to the investigations conducted by MADA field researcher, the staff,
composed of: the reporter, Yousef Ahmad Abu Kuwaik, the assistant reporter,
Mohammad Tawfig AlNajjar, the photographer®sama Yasser Saleh, and Imad
Al-Ajrami. They were interviewing an official from the Islamic Jihad Movement
Office, Mr. Daoud Shihab, at a distance of 500 meters away from the border fence,
in an area free from any clashes. A small Israeli drone hasfioedid 10 gas bombs
directly above them, which made them suffer severe suffocation. The interview was
suspended and the journalist walked away from the location. It should be noted that
the staff were wearing the Press shield and helmet. After theilesjtiney received

the first aid by the medical staff.

(8 June) The photographer of AFP, Mohammad Abdelrazeq Abdullah Albaba (49
years old) was injured with a gunshot in his foot while covering the events of the

peaceful return march taking place in Aafi$a, to the east of Jabalia camp.

According to the investigations of MADA field researcher, the photographer,
Albaba, at around 11:30AM, on Friday, corresponding 8 June 2018, was heading
from his house in Abu Safiya, to the east of Jabalia camp to towevents of the

return marches. He was carrying with him the equipment and wearing the Press
shield and hel met. He stayed in the jou
and the marches to begin. After the prayer ended about a quarter ofrathkou
clashes erupted between the demonstrators and the Israeli occupation soldiers, who

started firing gunshots and gas bombs sporadically at the demonstrators. Albaba was
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about 200 meters away from the separating fence near the medical staffs, watching
the events. Few minutes later, a demonstrator was injured at a distance of 60 meters
away from the separating fence, the paramedics went to take him, and Albaba went
with them for filming (the time was around 2:00PM). In the meantime, the soldiers
fired mae gas bombs and gunshots directly against the demonstrators. Albaba was
injured with gunshot in his right foot, and five other persons were injured as well.
He was taken to the filed hospital, and from there té&wba Hospital, to the north

of Gaza Strip The doctors informed him that he was injured with wounds and
fractures in his right foot caused by live bullets. He had to undergo a surgery (he is
still there é follow up. How |l ong has

details on his contion).

(8 June) The journalist, Israa Sameer AbdullakAAdir, (27 years old), a reporter
of Quds Media Agency, and Women for Palestine Newspaper, has suffered

suffocation.

According to the investigations conducted by MADA field researcher, thegbstr,

Israa Sameer Abdullah Areir, arrived at around 4:30PM, on Friday 8 June 2018,

to Malka, located to the east of Gaza Strip, to cover a photo exhibition that was held
in the area on the subject of Jerusalem and Naksa, and to film a media gtdhewit
demonstrator, Reda Abu Zuhair, who is participating almost permanently in the
marches, as well as to cover the latest march of return that day. The Israeli border
guards forces have fired a barrage of gas bombs randomly at the demonstrators and
journalists. As a result, she suffered suffocation, shortness in breath, dizziness, and
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back pain. She was taken by the ambulance to the field hospital, which was the
nearest. She received the medical aid to mitigate the side effects of gas, but with no
use, tlerefore, she was taken to-®uds Hospital and arrived at 5:30. She was given

the necessary treatment, and even though her condition became better, the symptoms
were inevitable which has rightly prompted doctors to keep her under observation

for two days.

The reporter of "Watan" TV, the journalist Izz-Bin Abu Eisha, has reported that

he was prevented from covering the event and deleted the material he filmed after
arriving at AlSaraya Square arountll:30 to cover the sih. While he was
preparing the camera to film the event and to interview some of the demonstrators
in the sitin, and while he was talking on his phone with the Administration of Watan
News Agency where he worked, three men in @wilclothes attacked him and
grabbed the phone and the camera out of his hands even though he has not filmed
anything yet at that moment. They went in another direction, he followed them trying
to know them or the authority they work under, but they askaddiremain silent.

In the meantime, he saw Tawfiq Abu Naim, the Director General of the Internal
Security Forces in Gaza, and he directly went to him and explained the attack he was
subject to in details. After that, Mr. Tawfiqg Abu Naim, called them asiced them

to hand him over what they took from Abu Eisha. Indeed, they responded to Tawfiq
and handed over the phone and camera. He then interviewed Abu Naim to explain
the attacks against the journalists and the demonstrators to destroyirirensiiet

the location.

The reporter of AlTagadomi Media Team, Diaa Maliha, has reported that upon

arriving at AlSaraya Square, at around 11:45, along with his colleagues,
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Mohammad AlShirafi, Ammar Kiskeen, and Mohammad Salem, to cover the,sit

and beforefilming anything or interviewing anyone, three individuals have
approached and introduced themselves as agents from the Internal Security in Gaza.
They took the equipment, the camera and the cell phone, by force, under the pretext
that a decision has be&sued to prevent filming and documenting the event. This
caused a verbal altercation among them, especially that they were in civilian clothes.
It subsequently became a fight involving great number of security service agents in
civilian clothes, who apf@ed after the withdrawal of the three persons mentioned
above. They severely attacked Diaa, and his colleagues from the Team as they were
trying to save him. They were all wearing the Press uniform with the name of the
party they were working with showHe managed to save himself, and found a large
group of security men in civilian clothes attacking his colleague, Mohammad Salem.
He approached them and tried to save him, they both hardly walked away. This is
actually similar to the attack against the Btar of Al-Tagadomi Mdia Team, Mr.
Mohammad AdShirafi. He reported that the moment he arrived es&laya Squatre,

with his other colleagues in the Team, and while he was trying to adjust the settings
of the internet, a group of young men in civilian ble¢ approached him and
introduced themselves as security men. They asked him and his colleagues to hand
over their own phones and the camera he was carrying which belong to the Team,
and after they refused to do so, they attacked them, and tried foxciiyhdraw

their phones and camera. During that, the phone screen crashed after it fell on the
ground as wel |l as the camerads tripod.
civilian clothes gathered and participated in the attack against the journahisgy d

According to the investigations conducted by MADA field researcher, the
photojournalist at Anatolia Turkish Agency, Ali Hassan Mousa Jadallah, (22 June
2018), went to Malka border area, located to the east of Gaza, and at around 4:00,
along with his colleage; Saber Noor ADeen, the photographer at the European
Agency, approached the separating fence on the other side of which Israeli soldiers
were deployed. He was wearing the Press shield and helmet, he stopped at a distance
of 150 meters away from the denstrators to take some photos. At around 5:45, he
was injured with a bullet in the palm of his right hand, fired at him by one of the
Israeli soldiers. The bullet exited his hand and injured another demonstrator in the
leg. The field first aid was provided the photojournalist, Jadallah, and he was taken

to the medical point in the location. The doctor stitched his wound, and then he was

taken by the ambulance to-8hifa Hospital in Gaza, where he was informed that
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his condition was reassuring. He stayethe hospital until 8:30 PM, and was then
discharge. He continued to feel pain, so on the following morning, Saturday,
corresponding 23 June 2018, he went teQlds Hospital, in Gaza, for follow up
purposes, and it was found that his wound was stitictoedrectly, and that it needed

five stitches not one only, not to mention that it was supposed to be stitched with a
thin threat rather than thick. He received the necessary treatment, went back home,
provided he continues his treatment.

He was holding a sign that says (Press) on
his chest. When he arrived, he saw hundreds of demonstrators raising flags and
setting fire to rubber tires. Dozens of demonstrators have approached the fence,
while Zakaria was live broadcasting the events directly to the Facebook page of Hadf
News website, at a distance of 50 meters away from the separating fence. The

soldiers fired a barrage of gas bombs, and Zakaria, consequently, suffered
