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What We Need in Palestine with Regard

to Digital Rights?

A number of laws and legislations have
preserved these rights, including what is
effective and others under development
or preparation or amendment, or has been
adopted and then put to a freeze. These
laws, must be modified and developed
to comply with international laws and
regulations.

1. Ensure access to the internet is open
and secure and at the lowest prices.

2. The right to digital broadcasting and
digital transformation in Palestine and
the fourth generation of mobile phones

8. The right to a communications
infrastructure and a sophisticated
digital network that is compatible with
modern technology.

It is essential to ensure that freedom of
expression is not prohibited through social
media and that the laws of terrorism are not
used to limit freedom. Also the Protection
of personal data and non-infringement of
privacy.

Without strong digital rights,
the future looks bleak.
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Universal Declaration of the Right to

Internet Access:

Digital rights are fundamental human
rights. In 2012 and later in 2014 and 2016,
the Human Rights Council recognized that
the same protected human rights must
in fact be protected online as well. In this
context, the ability to share information
and communicate freely with the Internet is
essential for the realization of human rights
as enshrined in the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights and the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights.

Article 19 of the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights states: “Everyone
has the right to freedom of expression,
including the right to seek, receive and
impart information and ideas of all kinds,
regardless of borders” The Universal
Declaration of Human Rights also affirmed
these rights, which confirmed that the
right to access the Internet and access to
information through it is a fundamental
human right.

The Internet Cannot Become a Tool for
Empowering peoples, Except with the
Following Rights:

* Access to the Internet for all: Due
to its impact on development and
social justice, through the provision
of infrastructure for Internet networks
regardless of the place of living, equal
access to men and women, the right
to cheap access, provision in the
workplace and public places, and the
dissemination of diverse content.

The right to freedom of opinion and
expression, association, the protection
of the internet from blocking, and the
right to engage in protest activities on
the Internet.

The right to access to information,
which forms the basis for sustainable
development.

Sharing learning and creativity -
software development and free
technologies: by sharing information
and knowledge, providing free open
source software, and keeping the
technical standards used in the Internet
always open, and benefiting from
integration and multimedia.

Ensure privacy by providing the right
to data protection, protection from
the risk of censorship, obscurity and
eavesdropping.

Internet governance: with democratic
multilateral oversight of the Internet,
transparency and permeability, the
Internet is not centralized, and Internet
protocols are built on open standards
that are efficient, reliable, impartial,
integrative and inclusive.

What are digital rights?

Digital rights are human rights that al-
low individuals to access, use, create
and publish digital media or access and
use computers and other electronic de-
vices and telecommunication networks
as well as access to information and
data through digital and radio transmit-
ting devices.

Digital rights are the same fundamental
human rights in the offline world, but in
the world of the Internet.

Key Global Digital Rights:

The right to communicate via modern
digital technologies: the right to the
access and the use of Internet and
telecommunications.

Providing and guaranteeing the
financial ability to access the Internet,
by developing the communications
infrastructure and taking into account
the different economic capabilities of
the citizens.

Ensure media democracy by enacting
laws governing the digital environment.

Access to information, with the support
of Governments and international
organizations for transparency, and
dissemination of all information
